Numbers

This agency had a great turnout at the FVC Kickoff, with many new volunteers signing up. Total
FVC membership is 55.

. Causes in order of popularity are Children (9); Federal Programs (6); Local & Religious (3
each); Disadvantaged, Health, & Other (2 each); & Environment (1).

. The 13 volunteers reporting hours averaged 76 per year.

. An average of four years volunteering was reported by 21 volunteers completing this
item.

. The five volunteers indicating number of people helped averaged 412 individuals.

. Of 21 volunteers reporting, 48% volunteered in their work city, L.A., while 62% volunteered

in their home cities. Some volunteered in both; thus the total is greater than 100%.

Correlations

1. Statistical tests indicated volunteer hours correlated with number of people helped at
the 92% level.
2. At the 90% level, volunteer hours correlated with Increase Knowledge & Skills, as a

volunteer reason. However, the latter relationship was inverse in that higher volunteer
hours were associated with choosing this reason, but not ranking it first.
